Q: Nunez Rivera - UCPD are not publicly committed to not interfering with ICE protests I was wondering if you had a meeting with them 
A: We had news that ICE was going to come in october and berkeley host a roundtable and the uc are invited there, and asked our police department that they will not interfere, and UCPD needs to comply with time place and manner and would not commit and did not give a straight answer. 
Q: Nunez Rivera - budget deficit has a deficit and hard decision about what to cut, are you allowed to share what they might cut
A: I think it will be across the board cut, some will be harder, police and fire department take much of our budget but that is a fight that is tbd, 30 million over 800 million budget 
Q: Senator Yang - disabled community relies on public transit and I know that their might be a budget cut to that and wondering what you team has done and if there is any progress
A: UC berkeley is separate from uc transit and governing boards, but from my personal opinion there will be a regional sales tax increase that is going to fund ac transit and bart in the lower bay area and that will be on the November ballot but that is a separate campaign. The reason for the budget deficit is because when the pandemic hit less people stopped taking transit and did not come back on transit levels. Less people are riding it means there will be less trains and this measure will hopefully save ac transit and bart and etc.
